The campushas federal funding available for graduae fellowshipsfor the study of
Chinese, Japanese, Korean, or Tibetan, unde the Foreign Language and Area Studies
(FLAYS) program of the US Department of Education. The academic year fellowshipsare
awarded through departmental nomination. Graduae students apply directly for the
summer fellowships. Thetwo types of awards and selection criteria are described bdow:

1. Academic year FLAS fellowships Departmental nominaions are requested for
graduae fellowshipsfor the 200809 academic year in the area of East Asian Studies.
Our campushas 6 Academic Y ear fellowshipsto award. Each award provides for full
coverage for tuition and fees plus a subdstence stipend of $15000. Awardees may bein-
state or out-of-state students, but must be USA citizens or permanent residents.

For this East Asian area award, students mus be enrolled in Chinese, Japanese, Korean,
or Tibetan language courses, or, if aready competent in thelanguage, beusingit in ther
research to further enhance thar foreign languaye and area studies skills. Students may
be pursuing graduae studies at either theM.A. of Ph.D. level in any department or school
at UCSB. In thepast, mos recipients have been in Sodal Sciences or Humanities and
Fine Artsin the College of Letters and Science.

Theaward will nomally be used for study at UCSB, but may be used for study abroad or
dissertation research abroad, subject to approvd by the US Dept. of Education, which
fundsthe grant. In making the awards, the selection committee gives preference to
incoming students, but awards may also begiven to continuing students. Also,the FLAS
program mandaes lower priorities for students taking thefirst year of language
ingruction, those who already possess naive fluency equivalent, and those engaged in
dissertation research.

Awards are made throughnominaion by the student's home department. Students do not
apply directly for the academic year fellowships Thedeadlinefor receipt of
depatmental nominaionsis Friday, February 15,2008.
