This project indudes an eighty-minute ethnogephic documentary about Strong® Coffee Shop, an
indgpendently owned cafZin Chapd Hill, NC. A vibrant community developed between 2002and 2004 of
students, professors, and residents amongtheworn coudes and coffee mugs They combined elements of
leisure- and work-related activities, such as studying, reading, sodalizing, busness meetings playing games, all
over purchased coffee andtea beverages. They would stay for extended lengths of time. Many of the 30
participants confirmed Oldenburg® Qhird placeOtheory by reporting ther feglingsof Strong®as a community
gahering space tha transcended typical North Carolinabusness practices. One source of this trandormation
was the soda networks between paronsand the baristas (vendors). The owne pemanently closed the shop
unexpectedly soonafter thefind interviews but before the doaumentary@ release in November 2004.DVD
copies, interestingly, became mechanisms for paronsto remember and memorialize the Strong®community.
