A Pre-Ceramic Village Site in the Coachdla Valley

The Desert Dunes site has been identified as a Pre-Ceramic village area
situated in the northwest end of the Coachdla Valley in Riverside
County, California. Excavationsat oneof three lod within thesite
unoovered a possible clay floor beneath approximately 60 cm of midden.
Thousndsof artifacts and ecofacts were recovered from this locality
alone indicating long-term occupaion by Native Americansat atime
prior to theintrodudion of ceramic technology into thevalley. Very few
archaeological sites dating to this time period have been recorded in the
CoachdlaValley, and all of these have been isolated deposts assodated
with short-term use areas. Theidentification of such alarge site complex
will undoubédly provide much needed information on prehistoric
lifeways dunng this time period.
